Boston’s most notorious sons, Blood For Blood, return to action with the final studio recording of their infamous career. Since their inception,
Blood For Blood has been breaking bottles, smashing tables and brawling their way through any barrier that society has managed to build in
their path by spreading their anti-societal messages across the country and around the world. Their ‘white-trash working man’ ethics and ‘no
holds barred’ attitude have gamered Blood For Blood a following that is among the most
fanatical and dedicated of any fanbase in the music scene today. In a scene currently
lacking in old-fashioned angry hardcore, Blood For Blood stands where legends Sheer
Terror and Killing Time once reigned. With ‘Outlaw Anthems’, Blood For Blood has
delivered their most forthright, disparaging and truly disturbing work to date.

"Blood For Blood is the enemy of all that you hold dear.", says guitar player
Rob Lind, "I been held down my whole life. This band is my opportunity to
spit in society's face and tell mankind and the whole world "fuck you". Anyone
who has ever felt full of anger and hatred towards the world around them should
be able to relate to Blood For Blood."

Blood For Blood formed as a reaction to the existing heavy music scene in Boston
back in 1995. "We couldn't relate to anything that was going on in Boston at the
time," says vocalist Erick Medina, "We wanted to hear music about the shit we saw and
faced everyday. We wanted to hear shit that was pissed oft and mirrored the desperation that we felt in our
lives. The scene at the time was a fashion show. The people sucked and the bands sucked so we started our own
band and forged our own scene." And they never looked back. With a core of diehard (and somewhat creepy)
fans and a notorious reputation with club security and law enforcement around town, Blood For Blood quickly
established themselves as Boston's hardest and most infamous band.

Musically, few bands can touch the viciously aggressive hardcore/punk rock sound of Blood For Blood which
is served up via a kick to the head of today’s music scene, like Black flag and Fear were 20 years ago.

Lyrically, Blood For Blood combines the desperation and pain of Life of Agony and Suicidal
Tendencies, the nihilism of the Dead Boys, and the rage and intensity of Hatebreed and
Social Distortion’s sick boy punk attitude with the experiences of their own dead end
lives in an outlaw poetry that truly affects its listeners. "We get letters from dudes in
prisons in New York, Boston, Detroit and even Alabama, telling us that our shit
(music) gets them through and helps 'em face another day. It's fucked up but the band
seems to have that kind of effect on people," says guitarist Rob.

It’s true, Blood For Blood is calling it a day. Their legend, however, will definitely live
on. For many years to come, Blood For Blood’s music will continue to serve as a wake-
up call for society, a force to be reckoned with that may never be equaled, and will certainly
never be replaced.
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
