The Varukers started out in '79 the line up then was:
Rat-vocals, Bruce Riddel-guitar, Tom Lowe-bass, Garry Malone-drums.
The bands debut release was a 4-track EP called "Protest And Survive released on Inferno records in '81. Shortly after its release Garry left to join Discharge his replacement was Brian Roe. In '82 The Varukers recorded one more record for Inferno, a 3-track EP "Don't Wanna Be A Victim". Tom Lowe left the band not long after its release. As well as trying to find a new bass player, the band also wanted to find a new label. Both these were achieved. New bass player was George a friend of drummer Brian’s and a new label found, Riot City Records from Bristol. The bands first release for Riot City was "Die For Your Government" EP '83.The bands debut album "Bloodsuckers" was also released in '83. With these releases under their belts the band started getting lots of offers the play around the UK and build up a following. Everything seemed to be going well in The Varukers ranks until Bruce informed the rest of the band members that he was leaving. So George went onto guitar and Brick become the new bass player. With this line-up nothing was recorded and few gigs offers. At this time George and Brian both left the band. Leaving Rat and Brick to find replacements. Adverts were placed in national music paper Sounds. Two that replied to the ad was drummer Andy Baker and guitarist Damien Thompson. Both played in the band Warwound. Both joined and new songs were worked on. The first release being "Led To The Slaughter" in 1984 along with the much acclaimed 8-track "Another Religion Another War". Half way through this recording Brick left the band and Damien finished the bass tracks. Tony May was brought in to play bass. With this line-up, the band recorded various tracks for compilation albums, "We Don't Need Your Fucking War" and "We Don't Need Nuclear Force" also the 7" "No Hope Of A Future". In 1984 Damien and Tony left The Varukers to form Sacrilege. They were replaced by Graham Kerr on bass, Paul Miles on guitar. This line-up recorded the "Massacred Millions" 12" on new label Rot Records. Shortly after this release Andy Baker left to join Sacrilege. For a short time Gilb, a friend of Rats, played drums but couldn't commit and was replaced by a guy called Warren. In 1985, the band recorded a new album "One Struggle One Fight" it was released on the bands own label Liberate Records. This was to be the last Varukers record until the reformation in 1993. The Varukers continued to play occasional gigs. Apathy set in the band finally split in 1988. It wasn’t until ‘93 that The Varukers reformed with the line-up of….Rat-vocals, Biff-guitar, Brian-bass and Kev-drums. With this line-up, The Varukers ventured out to Europe to play some shows, the response was enthusiastic, so an EP was written and recorded called “Nothings Changed”, released on Weird Records in 1994. The band signed to We bite Records from Germany in 1995, The Varukers re-recorded some of their earlier material, and was released as “Still Bollocks Still Here” album. On the back of this record, interest picked up for The Varukers to play around the world, , building and re-building a dedicated following for the rest of ‘95 and throughout '96 the band concentrated even more on touring so any work on a new album was put on the back burner. Early '97 brian left the band to concentrate on his other band Sick On The Bus, The Varukers used a variety of stand in bass players just to continue there touring commitments. They then decided on a permanent bass player Kierran (Armed And Hammered, Restarts) he joined The Varukers at end of '97. With this line up the band started work on a new album. (the Murder album 1998), which was released in the USA on Asylum Records and in Europe on We Bite Records. 
Once the album was released the band wasted no time in arranging more tours to promote it, this line up lasted until end of ‘99 then Kierran. Left His replacement was Marvin who had plenty of experience had previously played bass for Chaos UK, with this line up the band recorded the album How Do You Sleep in 2000, it was originally released by the band themselves, and then licence to various labels. Not long after the release of this album Kev, who had been drumming with the band since '93 decided he wanted to leave, The Varukers wasted no time in asking Kenko from Swedish band Dischange, to step in and help out , also Stick the drummer with Doom stood in when kenko wasn't able to. Kenko played many gigs but did no recording with the band except for a live track on Live at CBGB's release, Kenko had a lot going on in Sweden, so left in 2001. In 2002 The Varukers expanded their line-up to a five piece with the addition of guitarist Sean Duggan previously from hardcore band Hard To Swallow. Around the same time new drummer Ricardo joined the band. The Varukers had not had a record out for a while and was about to venture out on another USA tour, so , recorded and released six new tracks, these appeared on their tour cd Hellbound. As a five piece the band seemed to working and lasting then in 2008 Marvin had to leave so to save time, Sean moved over to the bass, the band carried on as a four piece, until 2009 when brian(sick on bus) returned to The Varukers and Sean went back to playing the guitar. , with this line up the band returned to tour Australia and New Zealand and contributed 2 new tracks to the compilation release Still Our Future Your Messing Up released by vile records , . This was to be Ricardo’s last recording soon after its release he decided to move back to Portugal. The curse of The Varukers had struck, a new drummer was needed, without too much delay his replacement was, long time friend, Stick from Doom, who had previously helped out The Varukers, with the band once again in full throttle, new ideas for a possible new album . Tours being booked for Brazil, Japan, Europe and the Balkan states, meanwhile the 6 tracks off the hellbound release from 2002 and the 2 new tracks from the Still Our Future comp release have been put out by Vile records and is called Killing Myself To Live, (this war machine keeps rolling on). THE VARUKERS
